Our legislators, Mele Carroll, Shan Tsutsui and Kalani English have gone to bat for us.  Now they need our support at this hearing.

Bring your testimony and signs!

Ask for an EIS.  Save our Less than Container Load shipping - vital to our small businesses, Molokai and Lana'i.  (It's only extended til the end of 2009 because of the Superferry taking part of Pier 2)

Save paddling in Kahului Harbor.  (The SF security zone overlaps the race course and they are talking about filling in the corner by Pier 2 where we all fish, swim and canoe.)

Don't let 'Oahu come here and strip our fishing, opihi, camping and plants like they've done to their island.

Remember – 'Oahu can go to all the islands but Maui can not go to Big Island or Kaua'i on the SF – only Oahu!  SF is LYING about us being able to visit neighbor islands.

Read the fine print – SF is LYING about their fares.  They've already admitted they'll be much higher!

SF is negotiating to transport the Striker Brigade.  We're paying our State Tax dollars for a FEDERAL project.  What a gyp!

SF will be going almost triple the speed required to protect whales.  Its pontoon design is deadly to whales.  Unlike the cruise ships which take a slow, leisurely 8 hours to get from island to island, SF will charge through the whale sanctuary at deadly speeds mowing down everything in its path.

SF will eradicate the barrier which prevents the Big Island Fire Ants and Coqui Frogs from spreading all over our island.  Big Island agriculture is already impacted and housing prices near coqui infestations are dropping as tourists bail.

We, the undersigned, strongly support SB 1276 and HB 702 requiring that a full Environmental Impact Statement be prepared before the proposed launching of Hawaii Superferry.
